Remuneration for the synopsis, film story and screenplay shall fall due separately. For manuscript development, 50 per cent of the remuneration shall be paid upon the initiation of each stage of development. The remainder shall be paid upon the conclusion of each stage of development.

Working credit

Of his/her remuneration, the Film Writer invests NOK ___________ as partial funding for the film. This is to be considered part of the film's equity and will be reimbursed with the addition of _______ per cent according to the film's repayment schedule. The Creator is entitled to inspect repayment schedules and accounts. 

2.5
Payment of royalties and dividends

Royalties and dividends on working credit shall be calculated for the first time 6 – six – months after the premier of the film. The royalties and dividends, if any, shall be calculated on 31 December annually with the disbursement of payment 60 – sixty – days later at the latest. Pursuant to the Norwegian Film Fund's regulations, the Producer is required to inform the Creator that the film's break even point has been reached.
3.
Illness

In the event illness causes the Film Writer or Producer to miss the deadlines agreed in points 1.1 and 1.2, such delays shall not be considered a breach of contract. If the delay is significant, either party can nonetheless terminate the agreement. In the event, the Film Writer is entitled to reasonable remuneration for the work performed.

This agreement is issued in 4 copies, one for each of the parties, one to be sent to the Norwegian Playwrights' Association and one to be sent to the Norwegian Film and TV Producers’ Association.
